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UNESCO MEETING OF M/LRINE SCIENTISTS

The Fourth Regional Meeting of lMarine Science Experts in Bast
and Southcast 4siaz was held in Singapore from 18 - 21 March 1968.
Geology was quite sirongly represented, and a number of the
recommendations made concerncd marine geology and geophysics,

In particular the meeting sgreed unanimously that the Sunda
Shelf is an area of great scientific interest of which therc is
relatively little geological knowledge, and that a continuing
programme of basic geological and geophysical research in the area
is most desirable. It was suggested that a programme of research
in merine geology and geophysics of the Sunda Shelf and in the
geology of outlying islands on the shelf, should be initiated in
»the first place in that part of the shelf covered by the southern
part cf the South China Sea, and the Straits of Malacca. It is
recognised that the region is deficient in rescarch vessels,
cquipment, and marine geologists and ways of making good these
deficiencies were discussed.

~Whether the recommendations can be implemented will depend
largely on the efforts of rescarch institutions in the area, with

assistance, if possible, from U.N. agencies and other organizations
outside the region.

WEWS FROM EAST MALAYSTA

Volunt~sr joins the Geological Survey

Mr Gerry Jacobson, an Australian Volunteer ibroad (iVi)
geologist joined the Geological Survey in Jamuary end will spend
2 years in Sabah. Mr Jacobson has mining company experience and
he was granted leave of absence from the State Rivera and Water
Supply Commissicn, Victoria to come to Sabah. His main task will
be engineering geology, particularly in connecction with the 'East—
West Highway' joining Kota Kinabalu (Jesselton) and Sandakan.
Mr Jacobson is a kecn climber and his 'background' task will be
mapping the southern part of the Kinabalu batholith between the
Mamut and Nungkok Copper Prospectsa



University of Malaya Undergraduates in Ranau

Three undergraduates from the University of Malaya arrived
in Kota Kinabalu on 19 March en route to Ranau to do geological
mapping for their degree theses. Ranau lies in an inland plain
20 miles southeast of Kinabalu not far from the Mamut Copper
Prospect. The plain consists of terraces and Recent alluvium
filling a downwarp surrvounded by mountains of flysch~type scdi-
mentary rocks cut by basic and ultrabasic intrusions. One as
yet unsolved problem is the origin and cvolution of the plain and
its terraces. Evidence indicates that ultrabasic intrusions
"moving in the cold’ during Quaternary time have affected the
drainage, The threc thescs will be read with much intercest c.el)

Stone tools

Llmost all the stone tools discovered to date in Sabah have
been found in caves. It was thereforc a pleasant surprise when a
large number of chert flakes and somc strikers were found in 'the
open’ on low hills in the lower Segama Valley arca near the cast
coast of Sabal rccently. The flakes were fexposed' about 2 feet
below the surface in rcad cuts on an oil palm estatc. Chert pebbles
arc used on the cstate for constructional purposes and the chert
flakes were therefore Tdisguised' as fragments of road metal. One
wonders hew often geclogists and others have walked by road cuttings
not recognising that some of the near-surface stone fragments they
contain could be the product of patient chipping by some Neolithic
rock hounds.

Geological Survey Re-organisation

4s announced by the Minister for Land and Mines, plans for the
merging of the two Geological Surveys arc going ahead. Meanwhile
to meet the changing circumstances, the acting director of the West
Malaysian Geological Survey, Mr S.K. Chung, has taken over de facto
control of the East Malaysian department, with Mr Nicholas Weng and
lir Charlie Kho in charge of Sabah and Sarawak offices respectivelye.

The Wilfords - Wilf and Jilwyn - left Kota Kinabalu on 24 May
on retirements Dr Wilford, deputy director of the East Malaysian
Geological Survey came to Bornec in 1949 and was a founder member of the
British Borneo Gecolcgical Survey. He worked in Sarawak, Brunei, and

introduction to Memberse. 4fter lecave, Dr Wilford plans to work

in Canada or Justralia ‘- whichever it is, a rcluctant "selamat
jalan™ from.his many friends in the Socicty.

NEWS FROM THE DEPJRTILNT OF GEOLCGY, UNIVERSITY OF M.ULAYA

Professor K.FoG. Hosking, formerly head of the Department of
Geology and Geochemistry, Camborne School of lines; arrived in
Kuala Lumpur on 19 ipril to teke up a 3—year appointment as
Visiting Lecturcr in dpplicd Geclogye. Professor Hosking is a
leading authority con the geology of tin deposits, and a pioneer in
the field cf gcochemical prospecting. He visited Malaya as a
consultant for 3~4 months in cach of the years 1955, 1956, and
1957, and a number of mining cnginecrs and geologists employed in
the Department of Mines, mining companies, and the University are
his former students, so that he is already acguainted with Maleysian
geology and geclogists. Dr FoP. Glasser, who will be visiting the
University under the dberdecen exchange scheme, will give courses in
gcochemistry.

A coursce in Applied Geoleogy will be introduced in the coming
session, being offercd in the Final Year as the second subject to
those students alrcady reading Geology as the first subject, and
will include such topicr as geclogy of mineral depesits (with
special reference to tin cres and other minerals occurring in
Malaysia) applied geochemistry =2nd geophysics, clements of goo-
hydrolegy and soil science; and enginecring géclogy. The
Departmentts new X-ray fluorescence spectrography and Atomic
Abhsorption Spectrophotometer arc at present being set up and
callibrated, and.shoald/fully operational soon, and the coursc /be
will include instruction in the usc of thesce instrumental methods
of analysis, as well as colorimetric and micrcchemical testse.

While the Department will continuc tc aim at giving graduates a
sound grounding in nall aspccts of Geclogy, it is expected that
future teaching and rescarch will be closely geared to the economic
nceds of Malaysia, and that the number of rescarch projects done

in co—operation with the Geological Surveys of Malaysia and the
mining and cil Inlustries will increasce.

The Department is fortunate in receiving a Fulbright
Visiting Profcssor for the coming session in the person of
Professor CoJ. Smiley. (full) Professor of the University of
Idaho. Professor Smiley arrived cn 19 May. He has wide



experience in palaeontology, with special interest in palaeobotany.
He intends during his stay to study the Malaysian rain forests with
a view to comparing their ecology with that of equivalent Mesozoic
and Cenozoic forests which he has studied. Dr KeJ. Pocock; of the
University of lAdelaide; will be joining the Department later in the
year to replace Dr DeJe Gobbett, who is at present on leave prior
t0 resignation. Dr Pocock is a palacontologist with an interest,
among others; in Cambrian trilobites.

There are five students reading for the Honours degree in the
coming session. Three of these,: Messrs. Leong Tin Kong, Quah Bheng
Hai and Choo Mun Keong, have been mapping areas around Ranau, Sabah
(southeast of Gunong Kinabalu) with assistance from the Geological
Survey.. They have been: .studying 1nterest1ng sedlmentary structures
in the Lower Tertiary flysch sedimentary rocks of the area, ‘as well
as granite,; gabbro, and ultrabasic rocks wkioh intrude the flysch.
The other two students, Messrse Ong Sin Sia and Khoo Theam Hoe, are
mapping areas around th: Muda and Pedu Damsites in Kedah, where a
thick sequence of clastic rocks (including sahdstone, shale, and
oonglomerate) some of which is in red-bed facies, offers many
interesting problems. Encounters with an elephant, a tiger and a
ten-foot king oobra have prevented boredom.

FPour Year III students (Messrs. dhmad bin Jantan, Yeap Ee Beng,
Chin Lik Suan and Choy Kam Wai) have bcen attached to the Shell

group of oil companies in Seria, Brunei, where they have worked on
various aspects of the geology of Brunei and north Sarawake
